Please design your presentation to be as interactive as possible. You should highlight the interdisciplinary aspects of your work, and frame your presentation so that is accessible to staff and students who may not be experts in your field.

Submission Guidelines – Posters

You poster size must be limited to a maximum of A1 (594 x 841 mm) landscape or portrait orientation.  You are encouraged to focus on the theme of the conference in your poster as well as your area of study.
